4 Importera Ljud

With audacity you can import audio of the regular variety: Audio, MIDI, Labels and Raw Data. You can directly import
MP3 files into the project, and mixing different song together in audacity.

Let me give you example.

First my main song "smurfesangen”, and then you can import for mixing, one another song, just choose in the menu > >
file > > Import Audio, then the newly imported audio will come under your first audio, the possibility to mixing here is
huge.
